The Washington State Health Care Authority (HCA) contemplates awarding a sole source contract to American Indian Health Commission (AIHC) to facilitate appropriate engagement and coordination with, and communicate advice and feedback from, the 29 federally-recognized Tribes and two (2) Urban Indian Health Programs in the state of Washington on matters related to the Washington State Medicaid Transformation Project 2.0. 
HCA requires a contract with AIHC to continue the strategic work that began under the first Medicaid Transformation Project (MTP). Under the first MTP waiver, Indian Health Care Providers (IHCPs) engaged in the IHCP-specific Projects, which allowed them to build internal clinical capacity. With the renewal of the MTP waiver and the launch of MTP 2.0, we look to continue the work started under MTP 1.0 with our tribal partners by utilizing some of that individual clinical capacity building to build systems-level capacity. HCA seeks the support of AIHC for critical engagement and input from the 31 IHCPs, to be a thought partner in the development of strategic plans and provide the Tribes and IHCPs with the delegate forum that is the AIHC Board for feedback and discussion without the state present. 
HCA will enter into a four (4) year contract with AIHC. The contract will be issued on or after Date of Last Signature and will continue for a 4 year initial term. The cost of the initial term is $1,000,000.00. HCA may opt to extend the contract for an additional 2 years in whatever increments HCA deems appropriate. HCA determines that each optional extension would result in equal (and/or slightly higher) consideration being added to the total contract value. 
This is not an invitation to bid. However, vendors contemplating the above requirements can submit capability statements demonstrating their ability to meet HCA’s requirements with a quote for providing the coordination of 31 IHCPs, the depth and breadth of knowledge regarding the Indian health care delivery system and feedback on Medicaid and the intersection with tribal law within ten (10) business days of this announcement. HCA is subject to chapter 42.56 RCW, the Public Records Act. Therefore, any capability statements submitted to HCA are also subject to the Public Records Act.
Capability statements must address the following requirements: 
1. Demonstrable relationships with Tribes and IHCPs in Washington State
2. Extensive knowledge of the overlap between Medicaid and Indian health care purchasing, including how Medicaid supports fulfillment of the federal trust responsibility
3. Knowledge of MTP, including Accountable Communities of Health (ACHs) and the role of care coordination Hubs in MTP 2.0
Interested vendors will be considered only if they respond with clear and convincing documentation that they can meet the above requirements. In the absence of other qualified sources, it is HCA’s intent to make a sole source award of the contract. 
Capability statements must be submitted via email to the Sole Source Coordinator listed below, including the subject line provided, no later than November 22, 2024 at 2:00 p.m. Pacific Time. The emailed capability statement must be less than 25 Mb. Do not send zipped files.
